Attempted robbery

Mildenhall Road, at around 5.40am 16/03/11 Police are appealing for information after a 40-year-old man was followed and jostled in the street by two men who demanded money from him. As he walked past a hotel the men appeared from its car park. One of the men pushed him and demanded his possessions but the victim walked into a garden and the men walked off away from the town centre. The victim was unhurt. The first offender is described as white, 18 years old, 5 foot 5 inches tall, of slim build and was wearing a grey hooded top, dark trousers and white trainers. The second offender is described as 6 foot tall, of slim to medium build and was wearing a black hooded top, a dark coloured baseball cap and a scarf. 

Robbery 

Station Hill, between 4.45pm and 5.15pm 20/02/11 Police are appealing for information after a man reported being robbed in the street near Bury Railway Station last month. The 20-year-old had walked from the town centre when he was approached by four men. 

One of them threatened him with a knife, and he handed over cash. They ran off towards the town centre. The first man is described as 6 foot tall, in his 20s, of slim build with a goatee beard and was wearing a dark coloured hooded top, dark tracksuit bottoms and multi-coloured trainers. He spoke with a local accent. 

The second man is described as white, 6 foot tall, around 18 years old, of medium build and was wearing a dark hooded top and dark jeans. The third man is described as 5 foot 8 inches tall and of larger build. The fourth man is described as white and 6 foot 2 inches tall. 

Please note this incident has only just been reported to police.

BURY CENTRAL AND BURY EAST/ WEST SNTS INVITE 
THE PUBLIC TO MEET THEIR LOCAL OFFICERS

Bury Central and Bury East/ West Safer Neighbourhood Teams (SNTs) are inviting the public to come along and meet their local officers in the Arc on Wednesday 30th March from 10.30am-3.30pm.

This is an opportunity for members of the public to meet two recent additions to the teams of PC John Frith to Bury Central and Sgt Davey Hill to Bury East/ West SNT. 

PC Frith joined Suffolk Police in 1992 and prior to this he was a carpenter and joiner. He began his career in Bury before moving to Mildenhall for six years where he worked as a community beat officer before joining the pro-active team. He returned to Bury St Edmunds in 2002 where he worked as a response officer, before joining the firearms team for the last seven years. He looks forward to policing in Bury, as he is very fond of the town. 

Sgt Davey Hill joined the 1st Battalion Irish Guards in 1983 at the age of 18 and spent 13 years with them before joining Suffolk Police in 1996. He began his policing career at Bury St Edmunds and moved to Mildenhall, Brandon, Newmarket and then back to Bury. He has been a sergeant for seven years and spent his entire career in a response role. Sgt Hill has chosen to move to a Safer Neighbourhood Team role as he wants to develop his knowledge and understanding of community based policing in conjunction with partnership working. He sees this as an exciting challenge and looks forward to problem solving and assisting those within the area he serves.

Community engagement is key to establishing local policing priorities and each SNT holds quarterly public meetings where local issues and concerns of residents are discussed as future priorities. Officers are also on hand at regular street meets, police surgeries and mobile police station visits.

IMPORTANT PUBLIC SAFETY INFORMATION


TWO PREMISES ISSUED WITH CLOSURE NOTICES DURING PARTNERSHIP LICENSING OPERATION

A partnership operation carried out in West Suffolk on Friday 18th March resulted in two licensed premises being served with closure notices. 

The operation was carried out by Suffolk Constabulary, St Edmundsbury Borough Council and Forest Heath District Council. Teams in Bury St Edmunds and Newmarket inspected eight licensed premises to ensure each was complying with the terms of its licence. 

As a result of the comprehensive inspections, breaches were found at three premises in Bury St Edmunds and one in Newmarket. Two premises in Bury were able to immediately rectify their breaches and continue trading; however the third in Bury was forced to cease licensable activity for part of Friday night, and the Newmarket premises had to cease licensable activity for the whole of Friday evening and until the breaches were rectified. 

Suffolk Constabulary's Licensing Inspector Becky Kidd-Stanton said, "We work closely with licensed premises across the county to ensure they are responsibly managed for the safety of their customers. Everyone should be able to enjoy a safe night out in Suffolk, and people living near pubs and clubs should be able to feel safe in their homes and not be disturbed. 

"The conditions of each licence vary but cover things like CCTV provision, door staff, noise levels, capacity, proof of age and opening times, and are put in place for the prevention of crime and disorder and public safety. We will continue to work with managers and licensees to ensure their licence terms are met, and anyone failing to comply with their licence conditions can expect to be closed down. 

"Following Friday's checks more work will be carried out with those premises that breached their licence requirements, and we will carry out further visits to maintain standards at those pubs and clubs that are being run within the law.

"I would also like to take this opportunity to congratulate those premises that were fully compliant with their licence conditions during this operation. It was pleasing to see examples of licensed premises being managed responsibly. Some licensees clearly demonstrated that they were upholding the licensing objectives and ensuring customer safety. This is the standard we expect for all licensed premises in Suffolk."

A St Edmundsbury Borough Council spokesman said, “This type of partnership working between police and councils is a very effective way to safeguard people enjoying a night out. It was pleasing that many premises were managed properly, but there is simply no excuse for breaching licence conditions and we will continue to carry out checks to make sure all licensed premises comply with the law.”

A Forest Heath District Council spokesperson added, "It was a valuable and worthwhile exercise and highlighted the advantages of working in close partnership."

Cornhill, between 10am and 11.30am 17/03/11 A purse has been stolen from an 84-year-old woman’s shopping trolley in a supermarket. Shoppers are reminded to keep purses and bags on their person at all times.

A man used a computer next to her and police want to speak to him as he may be able to assist this inquiry. He is described as white, in his early 20s and was smartly dressed.

Criminal damage 

Police are appealing for information following a spate of damage to cars in Bury St Edmunds overnight Friday 18th/Saturday 19th March. Ten cars were damaged in Clay Road, Andrews Walk, Hunter Road, Parkington Walk, Beard Road and St Olaves Road, with 27 tyres punctured or slashed. A number plate was also stolen from a silver Citroen C4 on a driveway in Clay Road. This reckless vandalism has caused hundreds of pounds worth of damage and inconvenience for the owners of the vehicles.

Brentgovel Street, at around 5.15am 22/03/11 Offenders have broken into a café by forcing a door and stolen cash. A person wearing a grey hooded top and grey bottoms was seen running away from the scene down Well Street towards St Johns Street. 

Attempted theft 

St Andrews Street South, at around 9pm 18/03/11 Police are appealing for information after a boy tried to steal a 28-year-old woman’s handbag in the street. As he grabbed the strap the woman struck out and he let go, walking off with a second boy and a girl into the nearby youth club. The first boy is described as white, around 17 years old, around 5 foot 10 inches tall, of slim build and was wearing a grey hooded top and dark jeans. The second boy is described as white but there is no further description. The girl is described as white, around 15 years old, of medium build with dark hair in a ponytail and was wearing a school uniform. 

Assault 

St Andrews Street North, at around 11.35pm 22/03/11 Police are appealing for information after a 40-year-old man was assaulted outside a kebab shop and suffered minor facial injuries.

Failure to comply with a Section 27 notice – Bury St Edmunds

A 26-year-old man from Bury St Edmunds has received a caution for failing to comply with a Section 27 notice, after he was directed to leave Bury’s Station Hill area on the morning of Sunday 20th March.

Criminal damage – Bury St Edmunds – arrests made

Two boys and a man from Bury St Edmunds have been arrested on suspicion of criminal damage, following a spate of damage to car tyres in the town overnight Friday 18th/Saturday 19th March. The three, aged 15, 16 and 18, have been released on police bail to return to Bury Police Station on 20th April.


If a person is in a public place, and a police officer believes that they are likely to become involved in alcohol related crime or disorder, the police officer can direct them to leave the area and not return for up to 48 hours.

If the person does return within the 48hrs, they will be arrested.
